If a product fulfills the customer’s expectations, the customer will be pleased and 

consider that the product is of acceptable or even high quality. If his or her expectations 

are not fulfilled, the customer will consider that the product is of low quality. This means 

that the quality of a product may be defined as “its ability to fulfill the customer’s needs 

and expectations”.  

Quality needs to be defined firstly in terms of parameters or characteristics, which vary 

from product to product. For example, for a mechanical or electronic product these are 

performance, reliability, safety and appearance. For pharmaceutical products, 

parameters such as physical and chemical characteristics, medicinal effect, toxicity, 

taste and shelf life may be important. For a food product they will include taste, 

nutritional properties, texture, and shelf life and so on.
